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Whether you’re rafting down the Colorado or on safari in Africa, the general rule 
is to dress in layers. Active days begin before dawn, moving in a boat or 4WD 
vehicle will add a breeze, but towards ten in the morning you may begin to peel 

away the top layer, and by two you may be ready for a swim. By early evening you may need your jacket 
or sweater again, and zip on those long slack legs that you unzipped earlier in the day. Desert terrain cools 
down astonishingly fast, and in tropical areas you want the coverage of long pants, long sleeves and socks 
to discourage mosquitoes. Roll shirts, slacks, socks and skirts rather than folding; it saves space inside your 
luggage.
